Disciplinary Guideline

The following is the disciplinary guideline that has been developed through the combined effort of the boys in this troop and its adult leaders.  All scouts, having met the joining requirements, have an understanding of what is expected of them at meetings, campouts and all other scout-related functions.  

The purpose of this disciplinary guideline is not to punish the scouts who may sway from accepted behavior, but to be used as a tool in reminding them live up to the Scout Oath and Law to which they have agreed.  In doing so, it will maintain order with the troop and benefit all those wishing to learn and achieve their goals in scouting.

As a parent, we are asking that you review this guideline with your son and show your support by signing it with him and returning it at the next meeting.

If you have any questions, please contact the Scoutmaster or another adult leader.
The Troop 381 disciplinary guideline has three steps or strikes:

1) STRIKE 1 – This is the first warning to the Scout.  The Scout will spend time with a youth leader discussing the disciplinary problem and what will happen if these actions continue.

2) STRIKE 2 – This is the second and final warning to the Scout and he will lose 30 minutes from a free time period.  The Scout will spend this time counseled by an adult leader.

3) STRIKE 3 – The Scout will be asked to call his parents and explain to them that because of his actions they must come pick him up from the meeting or camp so he does not continue to disrupt the other scouts.

In the event of an issue involving health, safety and welfare, adult leaders have the authority to supersede this guideline.

Depending on the timing of the incident (end of meeting or campout), the action to be taken may be moved to the next meeting or campout.
